Days 4-12 9 day hunt
Day  13 Helicopter back to Esso, drive to   
  Petropavlovsk and overnight
Day  14 Fly back to Anchorage

ITINERARY Southern Kamchatka

Day 1  Arrive in Anchorage and hotel
Day 2  Fly to Petropavlovsk and transfer by   
  helicopter for one hour flight to hunting area
Day 3-12 10 day hunt
Day 13 Helicopter back to Petropavlovsk and hotel
Day 14 Fly back to Anchorage

HUNT FEE INCLUDES:
1X1 professional guide, food, lodging and full camp 
equipment during the hunt, helicopter charter to 
and from the hunting camp, skinning, fleshing and 
complete field care of trophies, arrangements and 
assistance in shipping trophies home to the US and 
services of interpreter in each camp.

HUNT FEE DOES NOT INCLUDE:
Hotels before and after hunt, meals, alcoholic beverages in Moscow, Petropavlovsk or other Interna-
tional Port of Entry, personal items, firearms import/export permit, International Veterinary Certificate, 
international air fares or Visa fees, about $250.00

SUGGESTED EQUIPMENT LIST:
Good pair of lug sole, leather hunting boots. Camp or tennis shoes.  One change of outer hunting clothes, 
two sets long underwear, two pairs gloves, rain gear or goretext outer gear, layered underclothes (wool 
sweaters, vests etc.), medium weight down or fiber fill parka, ten socks and ten pairs of shorts, camera 
& film, sunglasses, toilet kit and personal gear. A good sleeping bag is required. Mummy type is recom-
mended with at least  three pounds fill weight. Large duffle bag for each trophy to be taken back with 
you as excess baggage.

CAMPS AND HUNTING:
Camps are tents, sometimes cabins. They are warm, clean and comfortable but have no modern conve-
niences. Camps are placed in high density sheep areas, often located by aerial survey. Hunting is done 
by spotting and stalking and in some cases horses are used. Hunters should expect moderate climbing 
on the stalks and be in good physical condition.

HOW TO GET THERE:
Kamchatka is as easy, if not easier to hunt than Alaska! Kamchatka Sheep hunts originate from Pet-
ropavlovsk, Kamchatksy, a five hour direct flight from Anchorage, Alaska, via Magadan Airlines which 
departs Anchorage International Airport every Friday at 5:30 AM.
Hunters are met when they arrive in Petropavlovsk and transported to hunting camp by helicopter.

PAYMENTS AND DEPOSITS:
a $6,500.00 deposit is required to hold your hunt date. Deposits can be personal check, money order or 
cashier check. FINAL PAYMENT is due 60 days prior to the start of the hunt. Last minute bookings 
or final payments  must be in negotiable funds, cash, cashiers check or money order.



VISAS AND FIREARMS IMPORT/EXPORT PERMITS:
To acquire your visa we need three standard passport photo’s and a good quality photo copy of the 
first page of your passport. FIREARMS PERMIT: A complete description of your rifle is required to 
obtain the firearms import/export permit. A firearm information form will be provided to you for this 
purpose.

ABOUT SIBERIA AND KAMCHATKA:

KAMCHATKA is 
in Far Eastern Siberia. It is a 180,000 square mile peninsula consisting of  wonderful fish and Salmon 
Streams, mountains, volcanoes and rich untapped game fields.
